Approval of minutes of January 2011 meeting:

Dennis motions to accept minutes, Jeanene 2nd granted all in favor.  
President’s Report: Anne Woida

Anne said that Mike Kovanis will start being head coach for the Varsity team.  Congratulations to Mike!!

The Logo for the Mite Jamboree backpacks was approved and ordered.  Jodie said that the Hotel is also secured.


The Santa Rosa Junior Hockey Club will be missing there first Norcal Meeting in at least 2 years.  Norcal has been notified and Anne will be getting the highlights from the meeting.
High School Coordinator’s Report: Mike Kovanis

Mike is still working on the grant.  Mike mentions that since the Schultz family is unsure of the outdoor rink property that it would be best if we kept the grant angled to the rink. For example divider boards and with the money left over buying more basics equipment.

Mike also said that he would like to order the helmet stickers for the JV team. He found the cost would be $4.25 a set.  Ordering 50 would be $212.  Patrick said that would be fine since the cost is incorporated in the dues, so all is good.


Mike also mentioned that a head coach out of Bell ermine wants to run a high school program out of Redwood City.  This would incorporate 4 high school teams (Valley Christen, Bell ermine, Cardinal Newman, and Middy) and the program would start this spring. The start time would be March.  The Sharks Ice program has not been able to drive the program in the direction that it should go.  Since the program has room for growth this new program will allow for the growth.  This is a great opportunity to play more games and have more Ice time.  The cost of both programs is equal.

Tournament Director’s Report: Jodie Coffel –

Jodie said that there were some last minutes changes to the schedule foe WCFO.  The Catalogs went out for printing.  Jodie said that we will start set up for WCFO Thursday the 17th at 7:30 pm.  Jodie will also let Snoopy’s know how many chairs and tables we will need.   

Ken thought that the only thing next year that should be done with WCFO is that the coaches should know who received information for WCFO.  Jodie, Jeanene, and Ken created a list of basically all the western states and sent them the information for the WCFO Tournament. Member at Large /Travel Team Liaison Report: Shanna Jimenez –

Shanna wants to make sure that there is only 2 sign-up date so that she doesn’t have to be there every weekend.  There have been many times she has needed to go down and sign someone up. We need to make sure every kid on the Ice is USA Hockey registered.  

Ken suggested adding colored label stickers to helmets for each session so that it would help coaches with proper attendance. Another suggestion was that coaches start taking roll for each session.  Shanna said that she would make roll sheets for the coaches.  


It was also mentioned that the information of rules that need to be followed by USA Hockey should come from Anne and Tim.  Dennis also brought up discussion of older kids helping with other ice slots and that if acting as a coach/ helper that they have to follow USA Hockey rules and that a level 1 coaches card is needed along with a full cage helmet at all time..
