Communications Director’s Report: Dave Almy – 


Dave reported that the Dasher boards for house and Basics are back up.  

Dave also said that on-line sold 28 of the pasta dinner tickets for WCFO.  Dave mentioned that we needed to formalize a new member kit.  A stream line introduction to the club.  On-line registration was brought up, but until NORCAL goes paperless it is pointless. 

Dave also said if we have an on-line store we wouldn’t have to keep an inventory of merchandise.  On-line store will be looked into.
Member at Large /Travel Team Liaison Report: Shanna Jimenez – 


 Shanna said that she would talk with the mites coach Greg about awards night and all that it in-tails.

Chris Woida is taking over coordinating House and Basics roll call/sign in, so that we make sure that no one enters the ice without USA registration.   Chris said that the stickers on the helmet will not work, so he is going to have a roll list and mark all in attendance.  Jessica said that we only had the idea of stickers because that is what Robby Glantz does and it seems to work.  Chris was upset and said it would not work, and I said we decided at the last board meeting and Anne, Chris and Tim were absent when we tried fixing the problem of kids getting on the ice without USA registration.

Shanna also needs someone to cover Basics registration for March 27th. Jessica said that she would cover basics registration. Registration will take place March 27th from 7:45 to 8:45 am.


Shanna and Anne will talk to make sure that Basics will run smoothly.  Chris and Tim will take all straggling Basics kids since Shanna will only do the first 2 weekends of Basic sign ups.  Chris Woida will make sure they are also registered with USA hockey.


Shanna asked the board why the Bantam team has players from Tahoe on their team.  Many parents have been asking the board about the issue, but most of the board was unaware that the bantam team added the Tahoe players.  Ken asked why the 2 bantam players where cut from within house, if they were just going to take the Tahoe players.  It goes against the Santa Rosa Junior hockey clubs mission statement. Anne said that no recruiting is allowed for clubs. Dave wanted to know why we are just hearing about this and it’s the end of the hockey season.  Anne said that she was taking care of the questions from other players and parents, and thought it was taken care of.  There was also question about the Tahoe players due’s.  Anne said that she was not aware of the Tahoe boys had a decreased fee schedule, but rumor is that they did.  Anne also said that she did invite a particular player’s family to attend the board meeting 4 times to address concerns, the family failed to come.  The 4 people that knew about the Tahoe players were Anne, Patrick, Heidi, and Tim.  One of the Tahoe players used to be in our club and the other one no one knows who he is.

What should happen next year is that the President should bring these items to the board, so that everyone knows what’s going on.  The board can work in unity better with this attitude in play.  There were many in the board meeting that felt like it was allowed on the sly.


One of the arguments for allowing the Tahoe players on the Santa Rosa Flyers team and not allowing the boys that were already in the club was because  the bantam team was playing in the A level and the Santa Rosa Boys were not A level players. Although in this season everyone in the Santa Rosa Flyers Club played A and didn’t have all A players.  When you play at the A level you need A level players!  They didn’t play there 2nd goalie in one NORCAL games because he wasn’t an A player and the family was OK with it at the beginning of the season.
